In addition to this we distribute our own health magazine, FS, 
free to London’s gay bars and clubs to further educate gay men about 
relationships, their bodies, general health and STIs. Over the last fourteen years we 
have provided courses for over 10,000 gay men, providing safer sex education, life 
skills and stop smoking courses. We currently provide a range of groupwork 
interventions across England and Wales. GMFA has Big Lottery funding to create 
sexual health interventions for Black gay men in London.  
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
